
NOTIFICATION  OF APPLICATION FILING BY GOLDEN STATE WATER COMPANY FOR AUTHORITY TO INCREASE RATES FOR WATER SERVICE IN ITS REGION II AND REGION III SERVICE AREAS 
REQUEST FOR PUBLIC COMMENTS

APPLICATION NO. 08-07-010

On July 1, 2008 Golden State Water Company (GSWC) filed Application 08-07-010 (A.08-07-010) with the California Public Utilities (CPUC) requesting authorization to increase rates for water service in its Region II and Region III ratemaking area.  Additionally, the proposed Application requests review of expenses incurred and investment made in general operation through GSWC’s General Office and Centralized Operations Support. GSWC’s General Office Operations include Regulatory Affairs, Auditing, Accounting and Finance, Risk Services, Information Technology, Human Capital Management, and centralized operations support such as Asset management, Water Resources, Customer Support Services and Environmental Quality. Increasing costs for labor, office supplies, postage, maintenance and payroll taxes are the major reasons for the increase in General Office expenses. The proposed Application seeks CPUC approval of the overall revenue requirement for the General Office, and to allocate the revenue requirement to all of its seventeen districts in accordance with CPUC approved methodology.
The proposed requested rate increases are necessary because the present rates are insufficient as they do not produce adequate revenue to yield GSWC a fair, just and reasonable return on capital invested and to allow for investment in plant, property and other equipment devoted to providing quality utility service to customers.  
As a result of this Application filing, there will be no immediate rate increase for GSWC’s Region I districts, which includes Arden-Cordova, Bay Point, Clearlake, Los Osos, Ojai, Santa Maria, and Simi Valley. The share of the annual revenue requirement allocated to Region I by the CPUC in this Application will be incorporated into a future general rate case for the districts in this region.
