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Water Service Rate Adjustment

For customers served by Torrance Municipal
Water there will be a rate adjustment to cover
higher water costs for water supplies purchased
from our wholesaler, the Metropolitan Water
District, and increased costs due to higher
groundwater fees.
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Municipal Water Rates will:

Increase by approximately 1.3%

The Commodity (quantity charge) component
ill i se by 2.9 cents per billing unit (100
cubic feet). For customers billed at the standard
rate, this will translate into an increase from
$1.853 to $1.882 per billing unit.

No change in the Readiness-to-Serve component
(meter charge)

The average residential bill will increase by $.40
to $30.78 per month.*

With this adjustment, Municipal water rates have
increased by less than 6% since January 1996.
