In order to comply with regulations adopted by the Santa Ana Regional Water Quality Control Board, the City of
Placentia is required to provide more frequent cleaning, maintenance, and capital improvements to the City’s
sanitary sewer system. These increased efforts will help prevent sewer overflows that result in beach closures and

other environmental violations.

On March 15, 2005, the City adopted a sanitary sewer fee to meet the increased costs of complying with these new
regulations. Starting with this billing, the sanitary sewer service fee will appear as a line item on your water bill.

This fee is based on how much water you use and your type of use (see table above).

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Simple Tips To Reduce The Amount Of Grease That Goes Into Your

Do not put oil, grease or greasy foods down the drain.

Mix cooking oil with an absorbent material such as cat litter or coffee grounds; place it
in a lidded container and dispose of it in a trash receptacle.

Freeze grease in a can or container with a lid until the can is full and then dispose of it
in a trash receptacle.

Scrape left over food and grease into the trash.

If you soak a greasy pan, place a paper towel over the drain basket to catch grease and
food particles as you pour the water down the drain.
